February—“HEART-HEALTH” Month

***CHEST PAIN 911:

When you’re having a heart attack, aspirin and nitroglycerin can reduce the clotting and relax blood vessels—which is why experts say that getting these drugs “sooner, rather than later” is important.  But when researchers at the University of Pennsylvania School of Medicine looked at 683 cases of rescue-squad calls due to chest pain, only 24 % of women received aspirin from paramedics, compared with 32% of men; --similarly, 26 % of women were given nitroglycerin versus 33% of men---all statistically significant differences.  Even scarier, among the women who were actually found to be having a heart attack once they got to the “ER”, NONE  had received aspirin from the EMS staff.  One possible explanation for the disparity:  Women’s chest pain may present in uncommon ways [right-sided pain that shoots to the back, rather than to the arm or jaw, for example] that can be attributed to indigestion or other conditions.  So, says lead study author Zachary Meisel, M.D., take the initiative.  If you have chest pain, chew one adult or two baby aspirins, and call 911.  And if you think the responders aren’t taking the heart possibility seriously, a simple comment like, “Could this be a heart attack?” may turn on a light-bulb.

***HEART DISEASE: 

Some clinicians have documented improvement of heart disease through these approaches:

* Eat a vegetable-based diet and include fish at least twice a week.

* Increase the fiber in your diet by eating more whole grains, beans, nuts, seeds, & fruits.

* Quit smoking and avoid exposure to secondhand smoke.

* Practice stress-reduction techniques such as biofeedback, yoga, meditation, and  walking.

***”HEART” Benefits of a Hearty Laugh: 

Laughter is contagious.  But don’t worry about spreading it around.  Growing research suggests that regularly getting your “giggles” going offers several health benefits beyond the emotional ones.  Specifically, laughing appears to:                                                         * Increase blood flow through the arteries. 

* Lower blood sugar.

* Regulate the immune system:  reduces inflammation which aggravates many                                                conditions; and a good laugh may also stimulate production of disease-fighting cells.

* Burn Calories:  laughter boosts energy by 10 to 20%, according to Vanderbilt University researchers.  They calculated that 15 minutes of hearty laughter could burn up to 40 calories, enough to shed more than 4 pounds a year if done daily. 

*Ease Pain:  Laughter contracts and relaxes muscles in the abdomen, face, and shoulders,    which might ease tension and muscle spasms that contribute to pain.

The Illinois Text Messaging Ban

The new Illinois text messaging law goes into effect on January 1st, 2010. According to the new law:

"A person may not operate a motor vehicle on a roadway while using an electronic communication device to compose, send, or read an electronic message"

And goes on to define an "electronic message" as; 

""Electronic message" includes, but is not limited to electronic mail, a text message, an instant message, or a command or request to access an Internet site."

There are exceptions however including emergencies, public safety officials and the following; 

"A driver using an electronic communication device in hands-free or voice-activated mode"
Fines for the new offense begin at $75 

To read the text of the new law please read Public Act 096-0130
No Cell Phones in a School Zone Law 
Another law that will take effect on January 1st, 2010 is Senate Bill 72 titled "Vehicular Phone Use in School Zones". According to the new law:

"A person, regardless of age, may not use a wireless telephone at any time while operating a motor vehicle on a roadway in a school speed zone" 
There are exceptions for a person engaged in a highway construction or maintenance, emergencies and when the phone is in voice-activated mode. 

To read the text of the new law please read Public Act 096-0131
Summary of New Driving Law (IDOT)

"On August 6, 2009, Governor Pat Quinn signed into law House Bill 71 and House Bill 72. The new laws ban motorists from sending text messages while driving in Illinois, and make it illegal to talk on a cell phone while driving through a highway construction zone or school zone. In addition, it will become illegal to compose, send or read text messages, instant messages and e-mail on a cell phone or surf the internet while driving. The ban also includes personal digital assistants and portable or mobile computers, but does not include global positioning systems (GPS) or navigation systems."

Illinois Driving and Cell-Phone Legislation
The State of Illinois has regulations regarding the use of cellular phones while driving. Illinois is one of six states that allow localities to determine their own laws regarding cellular phone use while driving. Chicago is one of the cities that has chosen to enact hands free legislation and make driving while using a cellular device illegal. 

The State of Illinois as a whole does address driving and cell-phone use by minors and by operators of a school bus. Starting January 1st, 2008 SB140 prohibits drivers under the age of 19, from using a cellular device or any type of hand-held communication device while operating a motor vehicle. 

Like many cell-phone laws across the United States, there are exceptions for emergency situations. The other cell phone law in Illinois pertains to school bus drivers. The driving law prohibits the use of a cell phone by a school bus driver while the bus is transporting children. Like the teen law above there are exceptions for emergency situations. If a school bus driver is caught using a cell-phone while driving children to or from school, the driver will face a fine up to $250. 

2010 Census

Be Cautious About Giving Info to Census Workers by Susan Johnson

            With the U.S.  Census process beginning, the Better Business Bureau (BBB) advises people to be cooperative, but cautious, so as not to 
become a victim of fraud or identity theft. The first phase of the  2010 US Census is under way as workers have begun verifying the addresses of households across the country. Eventually, more than 140,000 US Census workers will count every person in the United States  and will gather 
information about every person living at each address including name, age, gender, race, and other relevant data.
            The big question is - how do you tell the difference between a  US Census worker and a con artist? BBB offers the following advice: If a US Census worker knocks on your door, they will have a badge, a handheld device, a Census Bureau canvas bag and a confidentiality notice. Ask to see 
their identification and their badge before answering their questions.  However, you should never invite anyone you don't know into your home.
            Census workers are currently only knocking on doors to verify address information.  Do not give your Social Security number, credit card or banking information to anyone, even if they claim they need it for the U.S.  Census.
            REMEMBER, NO MATTER WHAT THEY ASK, YOU REALLY ONLY NEED TO TELL 
THEM HOW MANY PEOPLE LIVE AT YOUR ADDRESS.
            While the Census Bureau might ask for basic financial information, such as a salary range, YOU DON'T HAVE TO ANSWER ANYTHING AT ALL ABOUT YOUR FINANCIAL SITUATION. The Census Bureau will not ask for Social Security, bank account, or credit card numbers nor will employees solicit donations. Any one asking for that information is NOT with the Census Bureau.
            AND REMEMBER, THE CENSUS BUREAU HAS DECIDED NOT TO WORK WITH ACORN ON GATHERING THIS INFORMATION...  No Acorn worker should approach you saying he/she is with the Census Bureau.
            Eventually, Census workers may contact you by telephone, mail or in person at home. However, the Census Bureau will not contact you by Email, so be on the lookout for Email scams impersonating the Census.
            Never click on a link or open any attachments in an Email that are supposedly from the US Census Bureau.

On January 13th, 2010 the By-Laws were read and changes were discussed by all members present at the meeting.  The Antioch Woman’s Club members and the Board agreed to adopt the following Proposed Amendments to our By-Laws.

ARTICLE VIII – MEMBERSHIP

Amendment –

Section 2 – The name of the candidate shall be given to the Membership Chairman on the form provided in the Yearbook.  Said application will be submitted to the Board.  The signature of the applicant’s sponsor and that of two endorsers, who are Club members and acquainted with the applicant, will appear on the application.  A short bio about the candidate shall accompany the application.  The application and bio will be read at one Board Meeting and voted upon by ballot or by a show of hands.  A negative vote of three (3) will reject the application.  A candidate for membership in or from some other federated club may present a letter signed by the president and secretary of such club as endorsers.

Amendment – 

Section 3.  The membership of the Club shall be divided into three (3) classes: Active, Active Honorary and Honorary.  Any member who has been in good standing for five (5) years and has attained the age of 75 or experiences major illness or other extenuating circumstances may be granted an Active Honorary or Honorary Membership upon the written request of said member and the approval by the Board of Directors.

        (b)   Active Honorary members must pay dues consisting of International,  District, and the State fees plus $10 to our Club,  giving her the privilege to vote,  but still be exempt from serving on committees.  An Active Honorary member shall be considered eligible to vote if her required fees (dues) are paid 60 days prior to voting at any meeting.

ARTICLE  IX – DUES

Original Article IX – Dues -Section 1 was deleted, therefore Sections have been renumbered accordingly.

Amendment – Section 1. 
(a) Active members must pay dues consisting of the International, State, and District requirements plus $25.00 to our Club.  Dues for candidates admitted January, February and March shall be half of the annual dues.  April and May candidates will pay full payment for the following year.

(b) Active Honorary members must pay dues consisting of the International, State, and District requirements plus $10 to our club.
