HOSTESS DUTIES

WHO and WHAT is
Open Arms Mission?
Our mission as a holistic community organization is to provide daily living necessities while encouraging self sufficiency for individuals and families in need. At Open Arms Mission, we don't simply serve food ... we serve people. Our commitment is to build a healthy community, one neighbor at a time.
WHO is Open Arms Mission?  Community volunteers + community donations = meeting the needs of neighbors experiencing challenges.  This is our formula for serving neighbors in need residing in Antioch and Lake Villa Townships since opening our doors in 2000. Our philosophy is “neighbor helping neighbor” with the focus to assist weekly with needed food, milk, meat and some daily living necessities. We are a 501(c)(3) with a five-member Board of Directors. Our volunteers and donations come from individuals, churches, businesses, clubs, organizations, schools, corporations and community service groups.
WHO is eligible?  With the compassionate volunteering of our many community members, we serve an average of 275 families, individuals each week. Anyone who expresses a need is eligible, we turn no one away who needs food (if they are out of our area, we give them food and then refer them to their local food pantry). Our clients include fixed income (Seniors on S.S. – disability – death benefits – individuals living on Pensions, etc), low-income (may work part time – earning minimum wage and supporting a family, etc), no-income (individuals and families who have lost jobs – ill and unable to work – single Moms raising children , etc) and some who are suffering with or being rehabilitated from drug or alcohol use and unable to secure, hold a job. The Mission is not about the client’s reason; our focus is to make certain that no one goes hungry in our community. Some families might utilize more than one pantry in their area – such as a Township Emergency Pantry (this is a monthly service), their Church or a Lake County Food Pantry.

ANTIOCH WOMAN'S CLUB BY LAWS

ARTICLE I -- NAME


NOW READS:

Section 1 -- The Association shall be called the Antioch Woman's Club.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO READ:

Section 1 -- The Association shall be called the General Federation of Women's Clubs of Antioch, Illinois.

ARTICLE V -- DUTIES OF CHAIRMEN OF STANDING COMMITTEES
NOW READS:

Section 9 -- The Public Relations Chairman's duties shall be to promote understanding and recognition of the Antioch Woman's Club's activities and sponsorships as well as the General Federation of Women's Clubs.  It must also keep members abreast of its activities through the newsletter and web site.  In addition, it shall perform any other duties as delineated by the Federation for this committee.  The Newsletter and Web Site Committees are subcommittees of Public Relations.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO READ:

Section 9 -- The Public Relations Chairman's duties shall be to promote understanding and recognition of our Club's activities and sponsorships as well as the General 
Federation of Women's Clubs.  It must also keep members abreast of its activities through the newsletter and web site.  In addition, it shall perform any other duties as delineated by the Federation for this committee.  The Newsletter and Web Site Committees are subcommittees of Public Relations.

ARTICLE VIII -- MEMBERSHIP

NOW READS:

Section 2 -- The name of the candidate shall be given to the Membership Chairman on the form provided in the Yearbook, accompanied by an application fee of $3.50.  Said application will be submitted to the Board.  The signature of the applicant's sponsor and that of two endorsers, who are Club members and acquainted with the applicant, will appear on the application.  A short bio about the candidate shall accompany the application.  The application and bio will be read at one Board Meeting and voted upon by ballot or by show of hands.  A negative vote of three (3) will reject the application.  A candidate for membership in or from some other federated club may present a letter signed by the president and secretary of such club as endorsers. 

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO READ:

Section 2 -- The name of the candidate shall be given to the Membership Chairman on the form provided in the Yearbook, accompanied by an application fee of $5.00.  Said application will be submitted to the Board.  The signature of the applicant's sponsor and that of two endorsers, who are Club members and acquainted with the applicant, will appear on the application.  A short bio about the candidate shall accompany the application.  The application and bio will be read at one Board Meeting and voted upon by ballot or by show of hands.  A negative vote of three (3) will reject the application.  A candidate for membership in or from some other federated 
club may present a letter signed by the president and secretary of such club as endorsers.

NOW READS:

Section 3 -- The membership of the Club shall be divided into three (3) classes:  Active, Active Honorary, and Honorary.  Any member who has been in good standing for two (2) years and has attained the age of seventy-five or experiences major illness or other extenuating circumstances may be granted an active honorary or honorary membership upon the written request of said member and the approval by the Board of Directors.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO READ:

Section 3 -- The membership of the Club shall be divided into three (3) classes:  Active, Active Honorary, and Honorary.  Any member who has been in good standing for five (5) years and has attained the age of seventy-five or experiences major illness or other extenuating circumstances may be granted an Active Honorary or Honorary membership upon the written request of said member and the approval by the Board of Directors.

NOW READS:

(b) Active Honorary members must pay dues consisting of only the International, District, and the State fees, giving her the privilege to vote, but still be exempt from serving on committees.  An Active Honorary member shall be considered eligible to vote if her required fees (dues) are paid 60 days prior to voting at any meeting.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO READ:

(b) Active Honorary members must pay dues consisting of  the International, District, and the State fees plus $10 to our Club, giving her the privilege to vote, but still be exempt from serving on committees.  An Active Honorary member shall be considered eligible to vote if her required fees (dues) are paid 60 days prior to voting at any meeting.

ARTICLE IX -- DUES

NOW READS:

Section 1 -- An application fee of three dollars and fifty cents ($3.50) shall be required of those desiring membership in the club.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO READ:

Section 1 -- An application fee of five dollars ($5.00) shall be required of those desiring membership in the club.

NOW READS:

Section 2 


(a)The annual dues of forty-three ($43.00) dollars shall be required, payable in advance at the meetings in April or May.  In the year 2006 the GFWC dues will increase from eleven ($11.00) to twelve ($12.00) and increase a dollar a year until the year 2009.  Our dues shall increase accordingly.  Dues for candidates admitted January, February and March shall be half of the annual dues.  April and May candidates will pay full payment for the following year.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO READ:

Section 2


(a) Active members must pay dues consisting of the International, State, and District requirements plus $25 to our Club.  Dues for candidates admitted January, February and March shall be half of the annual dues.  April and May candidates will pay full payment for the following year.

NOW READS:


(b) Active Honorary members must pay dues consisting of only the International, State, and District requirements.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO READ:


(b) Active Honorary members must pay dues consisting of the International, State, and District requirements plus $10 to our club.
PROPOSED  AMENDMENT ADDITION TO MEMBERSHIP VIII, SECTION 2


(c)
Honorary members shall be exempt from paying dues.
ARTICLE IX -- DUES

NOW READS:

Section 4 -- The current expenses of the Club shall be paid from application fees, annual dues, and such other money as may be raised by special efforts of the Club.  The club will pay expenses for the President and President-Elect to go to the GFWC Illinois Annual Convention in May.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO READ:

Section 4 -- The current expenses of the Club shall be paid from application fees, annual dues, and such other money as may be raised by special efforts of the Club.  The club will pay expenses for the President, President-Elect, and Vice-President to go to the GFWC Annual Convention in May.

ARTICLE  XI -- DISSOLUTION CLAUSE

NOW READS:


(b) Disposition of funds:


(1)  Total assets shall be liquidated.  After payment of just debts, those remaining funds shall be allocated to organizations of like purpose  to be determined by members in 
accordance with governmental regulations.
